He attended the Virginia Military
Institute in Lexington, VA, where he lettered in Football and earned a Bachelor’s Degree in History
in 2010. Upon graduation he was commissioned an Ensign in the United States Navy and reported
to Naval Air Station Pensacola, Florida, for Aviation Preflight Indoctrination (API). Jack was
designated a Naval Aviator in December 2012 and then reported to Marine Fighter

Attack Training Squadron 101 (VMFAT-101) aboard MCAS Miramar in San Diego, California, for
initial training in the F/A-18C Hornet.
